15 kilometers around the aerodrome is a roosting and feeding area for numerous kinds
of birds with different weights and sizes.

1) Day: Open—billed Stork (1,900-2,300 g), Cattle Egret (270—512 g), Great Egret (700—1,500 grams),

Grey Heron (1,500—2,000 g), Purple Heron (525-1,345 g), Intermediate Egret (400—500 grams),
Large—billed Crow (4500—1,000 g), Red Collared Dove (104 g).
2) Night: Lesser Whistling Duck (550—600 g)
